Using Your Happy Feet Footbag
1.

Unscrew the valve on the black tube to allow air info the
bean bag.

. Spread the bag as flat on the hull as possible and make a

litle pocket for your feet to go into.

. Get Into your boat and carefully tuck your feet into the

pockets and then get your feet In the most comfortable
position for you.

. Tighten the valve on the black tube.
. Pump up the front alr bladder with the pump tube until

your are tight enough. The air can go Into either the right
or left chamber or both. if one side seems to be inflated
but not the other, just push hard on that side with your
feet and you will force the air to even out, it will take about
50 pumps for anybody with small legs and les for longer
legs. ‘

. To relax your feet, simply release the alr from the pump

bulb valve and push down on the bag with your feet to
force the alr out,

. To re-adjust the beans while in the boat, blow air into the

bean bag and wiggle your feet as the alr is escaping. This
allows the beans to move arond untit you have the perfect
fit, We recommend that you keep the bean bag closed up
all the time once you get the shape you like. Only when
you need to change the shape should you open the bean
bag valve, The Small size is actually smaller with less
beans aliowing tall people access into the ends of the
boat. The Large bags are for people with shorter legs that
want more beans to plant thelr feet Into and eliminate the
movement of the bag when inflated.

Bladders-Both baldders are pretty much maintenance
free, however, to keep them fresh looking and smelling
nice:
a. Keep both valves closed during paddling, and
when storing to keep water out of them, preventing
mold.

2. Pump Bulb-Although this pump bulb is made for the medi-

cal field as a blood pressure bulb, It is not indestructable.

a. Do not attempt to pull the bulb off the tube. The
part that inserts into the tube is the weak link and
is likely to break.

b.Do not unscrew the release valve cap more than
one fult turn to let air out or you will invariably lose
the cap at soms point.

¢. if you must take the bulb off, | recommend that
you heat the tube up first with a lighten to soften
the tube. If the bulb breaks, you will need to pur-
chase another one from us or your dealer, it is not
covered under warranty.
